Four seasons Private Residences is offering flats
from Rs. 30 Crore to Rs. 100 Crore with amenities such as art gallery,
outdoor cinema theater, butler services and even personal trainers and
dog walkers.

Branded homes are in vogue. A number of top builders like Lodha,
Sunteck, Oberoi Realty and Provenance Land have tied up with
international names such as Phillipe Starck and Kelly Hoppen,
Armani, Donald Trump and others to build such expensive properties
in Delhi, Mumbai, Pune and other cities.

No wonder things are hotting up in the branded homes space. While
designer home give high quality interiors, branded homes offer
luxurious services. What also sets branded homes apart from the
other luxury projects are the interiors. The designers pay great
attention to every little thing from faucets and hand-baked tiles in the
restroom 1o wallpaper in guestroom.
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What’s an offer ?

There arc developers that have tied up with the luxury hotel chains
and offer branded homes. Oberoi Realty, for example, has partnered
with Ritz - Carlton. The flats in this project, Three Sixty West, are
serviced by the hotel. The RK Jatia Group, promoter of Asian Hotels,
is constructing a similar project, next to the Four Seasons hotel.

These homes also have a feel-good factor and recall value, it also
helps the developer price the project at a premium. According to the
study by Knight Frank, customers recognize the value of branded
residence and are willing to pay a premium of 25-40% globally. : As
the realty market is not doing well currently, they are selling at par
with the other premium projects in the vicinity”, says Mudassir Zaida,
national director for residential properties at Knight Frank India.

Tie ups with brands also give buyers confidence about the project.
These brands join hands with firms with a track record and projects
free of all hassles. For, a single controversy related to a project can
destroy the brand’s reputation.

Customizing:

The idea behind a designer flat is that people move in with movable
furnishings and start living without the hassle of spending money and
time on the interiors. There are customers who feel interior
decoration is a personal affair and a reflection of their personality.
That’s why many of developers also sell bare-shell residences, in
which every detail is personalized to individual tastes.

Perfetti Van Melle has gone national with Chlormint brand of
Chewing gum. Chlormint was first launched in 1997 in its green
candy version; soon thereafter a gum variant was launched. But sales
took off only in the East. Perfetti then brought in the ice candy
version of the brand. So why the National roll out? According to
Perfetti Managing Director of the brand Sammer Suneja “ Gums are
doing very well as a category and he is keen to tap this”.

Per Capita consumption of gum in India is 8 Pieces per year,
compared with 200 Pieces in the US and 100 Pieces in Russia. So
there is an upside that confectioners like Perfetti can leverage. The
company is pinning its hope on India’s growing disposable income as
well as changing lifestyles.

Besides Chlormint, Perfetti is present in three sub segments of the
gum market : Center fresh and Centre Shock is chewing gum, Centre
Fruit and Big Babool in bubble gum and Happydent in functional
gum. Happydent is more cosmetic brand, Centre Fresh is fruity but
Chlormint is a coated gum through which the market will target the
young Male Adult. The positioning makes sense considering that half
the country’s population os below 30. Brand experts believe the




product will be consumed be those who smoke and want fresh breath
- just like the hand boiled Chlormint Candy.

Perfetti has a share of 55% percent of the Rs. 800 Crore chewing gum
market and the company hopes to increase this with Chlormint’s
National Launch. Nielsen pegs this as the fastest growing category in
the confectionery segment. Still, why was the brand restricted only to
the East? The company never advertised. And now the company isn’t
leaving anything to the chance. New television campaigns will be
followed by online as well as trade activation. Also brand
Ambassador Salman Khan will be promoting the Variant.

Not surprisingly Khan was roped in around the same time as arch
rival Wrigley, which has Boomer and Orbit in its portfolio,
introduced Deepika Padukone as its brand ambassador. For its part,
Wrigley proudly boasted endorsements from various dental
associations worldwide - the World Dental Federation, American
Dental Association and 17 others - to promote orbit.

Apart from rivals, there are other challenges. To begin with, his Re. 1
Chlormint chewing gum now competes with 25 paisa and 50 paisa
confectioneries as impulse purchases. There is no strict brand loyalty.
The brand has to contend with internal competition among his brands.

Case Study:

GSK pitched the Horlicks Foodles as a healthier option in instant
noodles. Horlicks Foodles is GSK’s attempt to get a share of the
instand noodles segment. Not just Nestles’ Maggi, it had to contend
with HUL which had entered the instant noodles snacking segment
for the second time with Knorr Soupy Noodles. (It had earlier tried its
hand with a tie up with Indo-Nissin for its Smoodles in the 1990s. It
had launched and later withdrawn a rice and vegetable based pudding
with a chutney mix for evening snack called 4 O’Clock Tiffin).
Private labels of large retailers like Future group (Tasty Treat) have
gained some traction with their lower price tag. ITC, which has done
well for itself in categories like flour, snacks, confectioneries and
biscuits, has so far shield away from instant noodles; GSK has chose
Horlicks Foodles for its entity into salty foods, a category that hinges
on the very subjective criterion of taste. On its target is 6% of the
market in a year or so.

Health is Wealth:

But GSK’s Internal studies showed that instant noodles were not H




usually considered healthy. It found that mothers felt guilty serving
instant noodles to children because maida is not as healthy as atta or
wholegram wheat. As a result, mothers fortified the noodles with
vegetables and eggs. This was a vital clue for GSK before it got
started. “The fact that the category is so lopsided presents a bigger
opportunity than usual to position oneself as differently and get
heard. Even though instant noodles was pre dominantly taste based
GSK felt that it could over the nutrition component since it has been

long associated with nutrition.

GSK Struck a partnership with Nissin the maker of Top Ramen
Smoodles, the original Maggi challenger. Nissin helped first in
research and then production. The result was a maida product and
another noodles made from four different grains as a healthier option.
Both contain minerals in their tastemakers. It made a sense to retain

-Horlicks as the-mother brand because of its strong brand-equity in-the |~

health segment. The brand’s India sale alone contributes 70-75% to
its global turnover. It also reiterated the association with wellness. To
drum in the fact that Foodles stands for nutrition, GSK is now
working on a tactical insight from its test launch: It found the need to
tag the packs with the respective flavors and the need to be sure that it
gives out clues of the noodles being tasty and healthy on the pack
itself.

She was to help Mr. M., the owner, tend plants and shrubs, place orders
and serve customers.
Mr. M's first review of Darlene's work showed that she was performing all her job duties
exceedingly well. It was obvious that Darlene liked the work.
Over the next three months, Mr. M's behaviour toward Darlene began to change. As they
worked, he would often put his hands on her shoulders and hips or lean over closer to "“*W"
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her. At these times, she would quickly draw away from him. He then began to make
offhand remarks about how he was sick of his wife and that he needed “satisfaction”
from another woman.

Darlene did not encourage the comments or actions, nor did she say anything against
them. However, she was becoming increasingly uncomfortable with the situation and
tried to avoid the owner as much as possible. One day, Mr. M. asked her for a kiss. When
she refused, he said “I know what's wrong with you. You're scared you're going to like
it” A few days later, Mr. M. suggested that she come to his apartment to have sex with
him. Darlene firmly refused, saying that she was seriously involved with her boyfriend.
On several other occasions, the owner tried to get Darlene to come to his apartment.

In June, Mr. M. terminated Darlene's employment, saying he had no work for her, even
though June is the busiest month of the year for the nursery.

Facts of the case
In the instant case, the directors of Royal British Bank Ltd. (R.B.B) issued a
bond to Turquand and borrowed money from him. The Articles of
Association authorized the directors to issue such bonds with the approval T B
of a proper resolution.
The directors were empowered by the Articles to borrow on bonds only such
sums of money as the company in a general meeting resolves to borrow fro
time to time (through the passing of necessary resolution).




However, no such resolution was passed for authorizing the issue of bonds.
And the directors issued a bond to Turquand without the authority of a
'| necessary resolution.

Later, the repayment of the loan defaulted, and the company was questioned

to be liable. The claim was refused by the shareholders in the absence of the
resolution.

According to principle related to this case, if an act is authorized by the
articles or memorandum of a company, an outsider is entitled to believe that
all of the specified formalities for carrying out that act have been followed
by the company.

In other words, persons dealing with a company who have satisfied
themselves that the intended transaction is not inherently inconsistent with
the Memorandum and Articles, are not required to enquire about the validity
of internal proceedings of the company. That is to say that when they
contract with a company considering that the intended transaction falls
within the purview of its Memorandum and Articles, they are entitled to
presume that the provisions of the Memorandum/Articles have been
observed by the officers of the company.

It is not the duty of outsiders to ensure that the company fulfills its internal
regulations. It is sufficient that they ensure that the proposed transaction is
permitted by the charter documents of the company. They by no means can
know what does or does not take place inside the company.

Fiscal deficit in India have grown rapidly. In the fifteen-year period
of 1975-90, the fiscal deficit of the Central Government rose alarmingly
from 4.1 per cent of GDP to 7.9 per cent of GDP. The then present fiscal
malaise had been caused by unchecked growth of non-planned revenue
expenditure. Non plan revenue expenditure particularly on defense, interest
payments and food and fertilizer subsidies rose sharply during 1980s. In
1991, major steps were taken to correct the fiscal imbalances. Many
expenditures were cut and controlled (e.g., subsidies). The fiscal deficit
was reduced to 4.7 per cent in 1991-92 and to 4.1 per cent in 1996-97.
Since 1997-98, the fiscal deficit had again started increasing. It stood at 5.6
per cent in 2000-01. To restore fiscal discinline, the Fiscal Responsibility
and Budget Management (FRBM) Bill was introduced in 2000 and the
FRBM Act was passed in 2003. The Act aims at reducing gross fiscal
deficit by 0.5 per cent of the GDP in each financial year (beginning on
April 1, 2000). As a result of the efforts taken, the fiscal deficit as a
proportion of GDP started declining. During 2003-04, it was 4.5 per cent,
