Elizabeth Barrett was born in Durham England in 1806, the
first daughter of affluent parents who owned sugar plantations in
Jamaica.She was home-schooled and read voraciously in
history,philosophy and literature.Young Elizabeth learned
Hebrew in order to read original Bible texts and Greek in order to
read original Greek drama & philosophy. She began writing
poems when she was 12 years old, though she did not publish
her first collection for another twenty years.

Elizabeth Barrett developed a serious respiratory ailment by
age 15 and a horse riding accident shortly thereafter left her with
a serious spinal injury. These two health problems remained with
her all of her life.

In 1828 her mother died and four years later the family
business faltered and her father sold the Durham estate and
moved the family business faltered and her father sold the
Durham estate and moved the family to a coastal town.

In one of
the poems she praised one of the works of Robert Browning,
which gained his attention. Her growing love for Robert was
expressed in the Sonnets from the Portuguese which were
eventually published in 1850. These love poems allowed
